Lip Color: Gloss, Stain, Lipstick, Balm, and More

If you've been loyal to the same lipstick brand and color for the past decade or more, you may

not realize that there are many new and different products to color and brighten your lips. You

can wear any of the many lip color products separately or layered together to update your look.
"There are no rules of right or wrong to lip color,” says Clarissa Luna, a Newbésdd

celebrity makeup artist. "Whatever you feel comfortable with is what you should use."

Before you think about lip color, though, consider lip health. Remember to protect this sensitive
skin from the sun, because the lips can develop skin cancer, says Ellen Marmur, MD, associate
professor of dermatology at Mount Sinai Medical Center in New York. Look for lip color
products that contain at least SPF 15 or use-fiépdly sunscreen product.

"Make it part of your morning routine, before your lipstick,” Marmur says.
When shopping for lip color products, don't test samples on your lips that others have used.

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"You don't want to get herpes or staph infections,” Marmur says. "l would put it on your hand,
not your lips, unless they open something fresh for you."

Read on to learn about the different categories of lip color products available today:

Lip Gloss

When you hear the words "lip gloss,” you may envisiotyd&olds applying bubble

gumcolored gloss on the bus ride to school, but there are a wide variety of colors to appeal to
everyone, not just adolescents.

"They cater to different needs and age groups,” says Jeanne San Diego, a freelance makeup
artist based in Southern California. "There are so many different kinds: full color, sheer, glitter,
SPF protection. Some are more sheer and some give you a more natural look, like a hint of
color."

Good for...people with dry skin, because lip gloss tends to be moisturizing.

Avoid if...you're seeking lontasting color, since gloss comes off quicker than lipstick. It can
also be messy, because it stays moist the entire time you wear it.

Lip Balm

Lip balms have moved beyond the basic and into the cosmetics industry. Tinted balms offer a
hint of color with sheer to medium coverage and a satin finish, plus moisture.

"They often have SPF, which is great, plus vitamin E and shea butter, which soften the lips,"
Luna says. "It's a se&rough color, not a fultolor commitment, so you don't have to worry
about looking in the mirror and making it perfect.”

Good for...people whose lips are dry or tend to chap.

Avoid if...you seek bold, deep, dark coverage.

Lip Stains

If you want altday color with no upkeep, consider lip stains. These lipagskd products are
painted onto the lips. Once they dry, they last 8 to 12 hours. The matte stain is so enduring, in
fact, you'll need to remove it with makeup remover at the end of your day.

"You have to be careful and get a perfect application,” says David Maderich, a Nesvasedk
celebrity makeup artist. "Once it's dried, it's not coming off."

Lip stains can be very drying, so it's best to apply a moisturizing balm first. Stains can also
draw attention to chapped lips or wrinkles around the mouth.

Good for...people who want allay color and those who don't like the feel of lipstick.

Avoid if...your lips are dry or tend to chap.

Lipstick
Historically, lipstick was very matte with full color. (Picture Marilyn Monroe's signature red

lips.) There are many more options now.
"Today, there's gloss, glaze, luster and satin finish, as well as matte, and any cosmetics line



would carry 30 to 40 colors in all finishes," Luna says.

Remember to reapply lipstick frequently, because it wears off after you eat or drink.
Good for...adding full color to the lips in a variety of colors and finishes.

Avoid if...you want longlasting color.

Long-wear Lipstick

A newer type of lipstick is thick, opaque, letasgting lipstick for women who want to apply
color in the morning and have it last all day.

Like longlasting lip stains, longvear lipsticks are sold in liquid form. You paint them onto
your lips, where they stay in place for 8 to 12 hours after drying. You take them off with
makeup remover. But that's where the similarities end.

"A tint or a stain is more like a sheer color and doesn't have any coverage,” Maderich says.
"Superwear lipstick has a lot of coverage.”

Long-wear lipsticks can feel dry, so they're usually sold with a moisturizing clear lip gloss, to
be worn as a top coat.

"It feels better and gives lips a little shine,” Maderich says.

Good for...people who want alflay color.

Avoid if...your lips are dry or tend to chap.

Lip Liner

Many people who wear lip liner apply pencil to the outline of their lips to help their lipstick stay
in place. The matte liner acts as a barrier, preventing creamier lipstick from migrating onto the
skin surrounding the mouth.

Some people color in their lips entirely with liner before applying lipstick, because lipstick
comes off after eating and drinking but lip liner doestftey don't want to be seen with bare

lips surrounded by bold lip liner.

"Coloring in the lips gives you a longkasting look," San Diego says. "Top it with a little clear

lip gloss to give it a londasting lipstick look, because it tends to be on the drier side."

For a seamless look, match your lip liner color to your lipstick.

Good for...outlining the lips before applying lipstick to define the lips and create a barrier to
contain lipstick.

Avoid if...you aren't planning to wear a significant amount of lip color, such as sheer lip balm.

Whether you have almond, round or
hooded eyes, these are the tips and tricks you n
to know in order to get the prettiest peepers M.

Almond Eyes

Most eyes are shaped like the ellipsoidal almond nut. To accentuate this eye shape, the trick is
to use darker shadows to contour the crease and add depth. Begin by applying a soft shimmery
beige, like Make Up For Ever Eye Shadow in Metallic Light Beige 125, from the lash line to

the brow bone. Then sweep a matte chocolate brown, dikebme Color Design Eye Shadow

in Fashion Labelinto the crease using a windshiglgper motion. Blend thoroughly and apply
matte black liner (try.ancome Artliney that's slightly flicked out at the end to exaggerate your

naturally extended shape.

Hooded Eyes

Hooded eyes have a monolid appearance, meaning they don't have a discernible eye fold or
crease. With this eye shape, we are again aiming to create an illusion of depth. Makeup artist
Nick Barose recommends that those with hooded eyes opt for flattening matte shadow, as

Finish by
smudging some of the same shadow along the lower lash line and topping it all off with

mascara to open up the eye and make it look larger.
Round Eyes

The round eye has a circular shape and is typically large in size. To soften it and create a more
exotic appearance, Barose recommends using a liner. "Play down the roundness by only lining
the upper |l ash Iines and ext elrydionOy ®ah e Etxairlas
Intense Liquid Pencil Eyeliner in BlacWwhich doesn't run or smudge.

Small Eyes

The trick to making petite eyes look larger is not to "make defined lines because it will
accentuate the eyebs small size," Barose says
bl urred. 06 Barose recommends | inYShBesanrDound t he
Regard Crayon Yeux Haute Tendecusing more on the outer corners. Then smudge it with a

Q-tip for a softer effect.
Large Eyes

Use deeper matte shades to tone down a sizable stare, since sparkly ones can catch light and
open up the eye, says Barose. First draw a thick line on the top lid with a black pencil, like
Giorgio Armani Smooth Silk Eye Pencil inlack Then use a peneshaped brush to smudge
it into the lash line and over the lid. Use the same liner on the lower inner rims, connecting the

top and bottom line on the inner and outer corners to close up large eyes even more.

Droopy Eyes

Whether the result of aging or genetics, there are ways to perk up sagging eyelids with the
proper placement of your makeup. Begin by applying a light shade of shadow on the inner
corner of the lids. Next lift the eyes by sweeping a brown shadow in the creasés(irsiline
ExpertWear Eyeshadow Single in Nutiebhen apply a sweep of black liquid liner on the

upper lids while "slightly lifting the line at the tails," Barose says. By applying a light hue to the
inner corners, deepening the creases and flicking up the liner at the ends, you are instantly

creating the illusion of more lifted, more awake eyes.

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Transgendered In Romania
Part 2

| think before continuing my story it will be helpful to explain a little bit the Romanian
historical and political context even if this wasn't my intention, but I think it will help
understand the story.

I'll continue keeping titles here so maybe at some moment in time Barbara Jean will really want
to extract some relevant information from this story and post in the PTG magazine.

Romanian historical and political context

After the World War Il and until 1990 Romania was a communist country under Russian
control. Romania was ruled by a bunch of uneducated people (less than 4 classes of education
or completely analphabet) who promoted brutal force and ignorance over culture and
intelligence and skills. it was an easy way for a small bunch of people to maintain control over a
whole nation.

Now you know that ignorance and brutality go very well together with racism and homophobia
and all the rest. Therefore during that period homosexuality was punished with imprisonment
and therefore it was neexistent. There was absolutely no trace of any visible behavior and
nobody even pronounced the word. it simply didn't exist. | don't remember when | heard the
word for the first time but it might have been after the revolution. Not to speak about
transsexuals, this is a word | found from the internet.

In 1990 a strange revolution changed the dictatorial communist regime into a splendid
democracy. Well | wish it was so easy but obviously the 50 years of ignorance and fear and
hunger left deep traces in the people's minds. The old dictatorial structures were still very
powerful and took control over the country once again using the new democratic instruments
they had to work with. The results continued to be catastrophic and the ignorance of the citizens
grew even deeper.

However the European Union decided they needed to integrate Romania into the Union since it
is a big country and it represents a very good market for them to sell their products. There was
only one problem: Romanians didn't have any money to buy those products and they also didn't
have any idea how to gain this money after 50 years of communism when somebody else
decided what everybody was doing and what was supposed to eat and when to eat.

This wasn't a problem, the European Union decided they lend us money so that we can buy
their products and then we will pay them back. Not a word about how we could make the
money. Romanians started frenetically buying all the things they missed during the 50 years of
communism. A very few of us started working and learning and building carriers. The others
just asked for social help and borrowed money and bought things. Therefore the situation got
worse in spite of new cars and new TV sets and new furniture and mobile phones and all the
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rest. And the education system collapsed completely.

Now of course, as members of the European Union we had to agree with a lot of rules,
including the rules against homophobia and sexuality discrimination.

But people's minds do not change just because someone asks them to change. Of course we
don't have anymore punishments for sexual deviations, of course we are not allowed to make
public declarations against minorities of any kind because we are now civilized people.

Public persons try to obey the rules but then at some moment they stop and say: "the hell with
this political correctness imposed on us. We know homosexuals are sick persons and we don't
want them among us and near our children”. And almost everybody agrees, following the 50
years pattern.

And then it becomes clear to them that homosexuality and all the deviations were brought in
Romania by western imperialists and Americans after 1990 since before this date, as | men-
tioned before, there was not a trace of this. And of course this cannot be related to the fact that
at the time it was punished with imprisonment. No, this is because Romanians always had
strong and straight ancestors with no kind of deviations and with powerful religious beliefs.
Deviations must come from decadent western cultures.

So this is the context | currently have to deal with. Although officially we did some progress
toward tolerance, people are still strongly influenced by the past. Currently there is only one TV
presenter who openly declared himself as homosexual and at the beginning | thought he was
just faking, so unbelievable it was even to me for someone to openly declare it.

There is also an organisation for homosexuals rights and their members are permanently
harassed and attacked. But there is no transsexuals organization of any kind, even on internet. |
never saw a TS or crosisesser on the streets, ever. This would really be dangerous. | know of
only one Romanian TS working as a prostitute in Germany. She came back to Romania,
participated in a TV show where presenters were ridiculing her (although she was looking very
feminine after many operations in Germany) and then that night she was attacked on her way
home by some hooligans and she ended in hospital.

Therefore | never ever went out en femme, assault would not be a possibility but a certainty
unless | could somehow fully pass as a woman, and unfortunately | do not.

| do travel a lot and | saw transsexuals in Amsterdam, in Milaaty, in San Francisco, Las
Vegas and Los Angeles. However | never tried going out en femme even during my travels to
these wonderful towns. At the moment anyway | do not have anymoredresssng desires,

but instead the need to be a woman grows and grows. It must be the effect of hormones.

Now please don't get me wrong, there are wonderful and brilliant and tolerant people in
Romania as well, and there are ignorant and intolerant people in any other country including
US, the only difference is the percentage of nice people in the whole population. And
unfortunately in Romania the percentage of decent people is terribly low.
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Even if | am one of the best IT specialists in Romania and also well known around the world,
even if | am a good colleague and a good neighbor and a good father and husband, no matter
how respected | am today, if | would come out as transsexual, all of this would disappear in that
very second and | would become a sick freak at once. People would suddenly move away from
me to avoid getting infected by this disease, not thinking even one second that | was the exact
same freak yesterday, and the day before, and every single day of my entire damn life.

This slowly kills me since | have this terrible feeling that | will not be able to keep all of this
inside me for long. And | currently cannot see any solution and | terribly fear that my whole
world will collapse and | am quite sure | couldn't survive this. Therefore | was following your
stories and the ones from another group TsDoltYourself trying to understand where all of this
could lead, knowing of course that your cultural environment is not similar to mine. And | envy
yours, at least it gives a chance of a compromise solution, my environment is merciless.

But about all of these, maybe in the next episode if you can still bear it.

Of note, The Chatham Artillery punch is very similar to Fish House punch or the
Charleston Light Infantry Punch. The recipe is listed below.

Artillery Punch
1 ¥ gal red wine 1% ogaltea %2galrum 1Qtgin 1 Qt Brandy
1 Qt Bourbon or Rye whisky: pt Benedictine 2 % Ib brown sugar
Juice from 1 Y2 oranges  Juice from 1 % lemons 1 Large bottle of Cherries,
1 case champagne 12 qts ginger ale

Combine all of the above except the last two in a large pot and cover. Let sit 48 hours or longer
and bottle. Cut %2 gallon of mix with a bottle of champagne. Stretch it with a bottle of ginger
ale. Watch out for the cherries. Recipe as written makes approximately 5 gallons before adding
the champagne or ginger ale.

Scientists discover 'transsexual gene' that makes men feel

like women
By Daily Mail Reporter

Transsexual men who 'feel' female are likely to have an unusual version of a gene that affects
the male sex hormone testosterone, a study has shown.

The discovery was made by scientists who examined DNA from 112tmtdenale
transsexuals.

Israeli singer Dana International: Recent research shows that

4 In many cases there was a longer version of a gene known to
' modify the action of testosterone.

The alteration may ‘'undenasculinise' the brain during its
development in the womb, the researchers believe.

Study leader Dr Vincent Harley, from Prince Henry's Institute in
Clayton, Australia, said:'There is a social stigma that
transsexualism is simply a lifestyle choice; however, our findings
support a biological basis of how gender identity develops.

‘As with all genetic association studies it will be important to replicate these findings in other

The findings are published in the journal Biological Psychiatry.

Professor Andrew Sinclair, from the University of Melbourne, said: 'This research suggests that
extra long copies of the Androgen Receptor gene potentially affect testosterone function in the
brains of malgo-female transsexuals.

‘These defective copies of the AR gene could severely reduce normal testosterone levels,
resulting in a more femalée brain. Consequently, mate-female transsexuals might be
expected to have a more feminised brain and are therefore likely to display a female gender
identity.

"This supports the notion that transsexualism has a biological (genetic) basis rather than being
due to psychosocial factors in early childhood.

'However, this finding does not explain all médefemale transsexuals suggesting that multiple
genetic factors are involved.'
